CHOOSE YOUR TIME
The opening two days of the Track World Cup will 
be divided into two separate sessions, so you can 
choose racing to fit your schedule, whether it’s the Day 
Sessions or the later Finals. 

Day three is a massive feast of cycling to satisfy the 
most demanding of appetites, with more cycling on 
one ticket than we think you’ll find anywhere else in  
the sport.

DAY SESSIONS 

The Day Sessions of the Track World Cup feature the 
early rounds of each of the races on the programme, 
as well as Omnium events. So if you’re mad about 
sprinting or can’t get enough of the Keirin this is a great 
way to make the most of your favourite race and enjoy 
a full day of cycling action in the velodrome.
 

FINALS

Having fought their way through the early rounds of 
their competitions, the evening sessions see the very 
best riders going head to head in each discipline.        
A great night of high octane entertainment with world 
cup titles at stake. 
 

WORLD CUP FINALE

If you’re the kind of person who can’t get enough of 
track cycling, Sunday is the day for you. 
More cycling, more champions, more at stake. This is 
where the World Cup is decided and we find out who 
gets bragging rights as the best track cycling nation in 
the world for the next 12 months.
